	CVH Steering Committee Update

	Marsha gave an update regarding the three applications that were submitted, HDSP Strategic Plan and the restructure of the HDSP Coalition.

1) The Paul Coverdell Registry Application was approved but not funded. The government ran out of money and the application didn’t score high enough to be in the first round of funding. The application will be on file with CDC for a year and if funding is available, we will be considered.  The HDSP did get funded but at a lower level than requested.  The Optional Funding application was approved but was not funded.  There will be a vote in Congress today to determine if they will increase funding.

2) HDSP Coalition is open to anyone that is interested in helping the HDSP program have an impact on heart disease and stroke.

HDSP is currently working on the strategic plan. The strategic plan has the four goals from CDC:

· Prevention of risk factors

· Detection and Treatment of Risk Factors

· Early Identification and Treatment of Heart Attacks and Strokes

· Prevention of occurrence of CVD events

The six priorities include:

· Controlling high blood pressure

· Increase the number of adults who have control of their blood cholesterol

· Increase awareness of signs and symptoms and the importance of calling 9-1-1

· Improving emergency response

· Improving the quality of care

· Eliminating Health Disparities

3) Marsha gave a brief overview of the public health model and the restructure of the HDSP Coalition.  

The new structure comes about from a survey distributed last fall to the coalition members who were concerned about the following topics:  

· having productive meetings

· clarifying goals

· identifying gaps in membership and recruiting new members

· having activities coordinated between the task forces

· offer skill building, advocacy and networking opportunities

· having clear leadership roles and structure

Under the new structure will be the HDSP Steering Committee, 4 Regional Coalitions, 5 Work Groups and Interest Groups.

Because COSAB is now a partner rather than a task force, after

the month of September, the HDSP program will no longer be providing administrative assistance and meeting space for COSAB.  This is consistent with our relationship with our other partners. Marsha Wilde and Dale Rogoff Greer will no longer be members of the Executive Committee.

Marsha Wilde will continue to be part of the COSAB meetings.

	CCGC Stroke Guidelines Overview

	Cassidy gave an update on the Colorado Clinical Guidelines Collaborative (CCGC). The goal of CCGC is to work together to improve health care in the state.  The primary audience is primary care providers.  To date there are close to 11 guidelines and they will be adding one for substance abuse next year.

Last year the Colorado Trust gave CCGC a grant, which required that they provide a guideline for Cardiovascular Disease and Stroke. A committee was convened of 20 physicians, researchers and public health agencies in the state to look at the national goal standard guidelines and try to rely on the evidence available to determine what the key messages that are needed in the Colorado Guidelines to promote to providers in the state.  

The guidelines are revised every 2-3 years or as needed determining any immediate attention.

CCGC mailed out the guidelines to 4000 physicians/providers in the state.  A post-survey was sent out asking if the physicians received and reviewed the guidelines.  

Currently they are working on an initiative called Improving Performance in Practice.  This is a pilot initiative that was started by the Boards and Medical Societies of Family Medicine, Internal Medicine and Pediatrics.  If physcians participate in this activity, it will go towards their board re-certification process which they can get CME credit.

Rehabilitation 
	Patricia Santos talked with the Denver Metro Emergency Medical Services Medical Directors Group.  She advertised that they are starting up an EMS Task Force.  The first official EMS Task Force meeting will be in mid September.

Merrilee said that at the Mentor meeting a couple of months ago, they talked about adding some rehab specific questions in the optional fields in the Registry database to get a sense of what were the barriers to rehab post acute services.   Optional questions were drafted and sent out as a survey requesting feedback.

Paul went over the Rehabilitation-GWTG slides.  Optional Field #7 asked what was the primary payor; field #8 asked who determined the need for Post-Acute Rehabilitation Services and field #9 asked what was the patient’s access to rehab services post-discharge

Merrilee sent out the questions with a request that if they missed anything in the potential responses that they need to add, to please let her or Paul know.
