	“Sustainability” Plan Discussion
	Merrilee Phillips
	When COSAB originally wrote their grant for the Registry, it was a 3-year project.  The plan for the final year was to assess the effort and determine if the Registry was beneficial. If it was beneficial:

1) how would the group sustain the Registry with continue funding and 

2) what were the potential funding sources for the continuation of the Registry

The original intent of the Registry was to collect data about stroke across the state and identify where they had areas for improvement. The feedback Merrilee has received is that the Registry is meeting the needs of getting an accurate picture of what stroke care is like in Colorado.  

Members agreed that one of the goals for COSAB is to continue the pursuit of funding for the Registry. Merrilee asked for volunteers to form a sub-committee to look at options for sustainability. Yvonne recommended the minutes to reflect that anyone not present in person or on the phone has the opportunity to volunteer.

	Proposal for addition of Rehab-specific questions to optional fields in Registry

	Lynn spoke on rehab-specific questions to optional fields in the Registry.  Since there is not a lot of data in the database regarding access to rehab and what happens to patients after they have a stroke they looked at 1) what kind of information they would like to get out of the database specific to stroke, 2) what would those questions look like and 3) would it give them the answers they were looking for.  

It was suggested that the questions/answers would be sent out for review, with requests to hospitals for feedback about proposed questions.
