	Dale reported on the Paul Coverdell National Acute Stroke Registry program.  The State Department of Health has an opportunity to apply for funding from the CDC program-PCNASR. CDC plans to fund between 5-8 state health department programs to participate in the registry; currently 4 states (Georgia, Illinois, North Carolina and Massachusetts) are participating in the Coverdell registry, and they are included in the 5-8 states.  The available funding range is between $500,000.00-600,000.00 a year over a 5-year period (provided if federal funding remains available).
