Age > 60 = 1 point


Diabetes = 1 point


Clinical Indicators:    


	Unilateral Weakness = 2 points		       	Speech Impairment without weakness = 1 point


TIA Duration: 


	> 60 min. = 2 points


	10-59 minutes = 1 point
