	Update on Public Policy Task Force


	Erin Bertoli
	The Task Force met to discuss the Florida Bill as an example to pursue in Colorado.  It was decided by the TF that the environment in Colorado was not conducive to the adoption of the Florida Bill and that the TF would therefore not pursue legislative action at this point.  Discussion followed regarding the difficulties surrounding stroke patients for the EMT’s particularly in the Denver Metro area.   With the number of hospitals/trauma centers in the area it is difficult at times to determine where to transport a patient without adding stroke to the mix.  There is no consensus by medical directors of the various EMT agencies regarding which symptoms constitutes a reason to alert and ED about a potential stroke patient arrival.  Dr. Hughes noted that whenever feasible, the policy should be to empower the caregiver to make a reasonable assessment.  Scott Nelson was in attendance at the meeting after having had a discussion with Paul Murphy around this issue.  Scott is an EMT in the Denver metro area.  Erin noted that the Arizona stroke community worked directly with hospitals, ambulance companies and EMTS to address this issue rather than take it to the legislature.  One issue is that Medical Directors cannot agree on allowing tech to say they believe they have a stoke patient and then where to transport, to a stroke center or to the closest facility.  
	It was determined that the COSAB should put together a working group to look at pre-hospital educational/partnership outreach.  Any one interested in working on this should contact  Patricia Santos

	Update on Stroke Registry

	Paul presented an update on the Stroke Registry including; hospital membership status, budget report, &  stroke registry report samples.  His report touched off discussion of symptom scales for stroke patients for use in the field.  This would assist in determining where to transport a patient.  Scales discussed include Cincinnati and National.  Different ED’s have different scales that they use, many have them on a small laminated card for quick reference in the field.  In rural areas patients are transported to the nearest facility.  It was suggested that a group be formed to review the various criteria available and make a recommendation from COSAB. 

It was suggested that COSAB have a display at the Annual EMS Conference.  It is too late for this year, but we should plan for next year.  The 2006 Conference is being held in Breckenridge in Novermber of this year.
